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MARYLAND JAYCEES
2011 ELECTION RULES AND PROCEDURES
General 
Pursuant to the Maryland Jaycees By-laws, the 2011 Maryland Jaycees Election Committee has been formed to
1. Develop and enforce rules governing the election of Maryland Jaycees officers; 

2. Conduct elections for those offices; and 

3. Preside over election and campaign activities. 

All documents required by these rules and/or the Maryland Jaycees By-laws or Policies, all questions, requests for clarification, complaints, challenges, or allegations of misconduct shall, unless otherwise indicated, be referred and/or submitted to the Election Chairman:

 General Information 
1. These rules shall apply to all candidates for Maryland Jaycees offices: Maryland State President, State Vice Presidents, District Directors, as well as to members of campaign committees. 

2. Candidates and their committee members must become familiar with and comply with all rules. 

3. Failure to comply with these rules and procedures may result in the disqualification or penalty of the candidate. 

Application and Announcements of Candidacy 
1. Candidates for offices may not publicly announce or actively campaign prior to: 

a. The designated time on the agenda during the first Maryland Jaycees Sanctioned District Meeting on/after October 5, 2011.
b. Delivery of a completed candidacy affidavit

c. Delivery of a campaign travel schedule;

d. Delivery of the appropriate filing fee;

e. Candidates using a campaign slogan or theme song must submit their selections to the Election Chairman for review by the Election Committee;

f. Candidates who are currently members of the Executive Board may travel only with the written approval of the current State President

2. Items 1 (b), (c), (d), (e) and (f) shall be delivered to the Chairman of the Elections Committee or shall be delivered to a designee of the Chairman. Do not send items 1 (b), (c), (d), (e) and (f) to the Maryland Jaycee office. 

3. Candidates wishing to announce at a time other than that identified in item 1 above may do so after October 5, 2011 at any sanctioned Maryland Jaycees Event or with proper notification and approval of the Election Chairman. 

Campaigning and Travel 
1. All District Meetings occurring between October 5th, 2011 and the election currently scheduled for November 12, 2011shall be considered “Sanctioned Candidates Forums”. A Candidates Forum, when held in conjunction with a District Meeting will be conducted after District elections. A member of the Election Committee must be present for the event to be official. 

2. Candidates for State President and State Vice Presidents shall be introduced by a member of the district conducting the meeting or if the need should arise be introduced by a member of the Election Committee. 

3. Candidates shall have 6 –10 minutes, inclusive of introduction, to address district members (see Candidates Forum Rules). Questions may then be permitted from district members, at the discretion of the Election Chairman or designee. 

4. The Election Chairman or designee may adjust times allotted for remarks, provided that all candidates for the same office shall have equal time. 

5. The Election Chairman and the Election Committee shall determine the format for the questions, provided that the format shall be the same for all candidates for the same office. 

6. Any chapter wishing to host a “Sanctioned Candidates Forum” (i.e.: all candidates are invited to attend with an open question and answer period) may do so with approval of the election committee. The chapter should contact the Election Chairman not less than fifteen (15) days in advance. 

7. The Chairman, the Election Committee, and the President of the Maryland Jaycees shall be copied on all correspondence and enclosures (including letters, correspondence, brochures, etc) sent or distributed to Maryland Jaycee chapters and/or individual members. 

8. All materials displayed shall be in a manner consistent with the wishes of the host chapter and/or the facility management. 

9. Candidates shall cease campaigning by 1:00 a.m. Saturday, November 12, 2011. 

Filing Fees 
1. The following filing fees shall be required for all candidates, including those appointed after the election: State President -$150.00; State Vice Presidents -$75.00; District Directors ​$25.00. 

2. Filing Fees are non-refundable, unless authorized by the Election Chairman for extenuating circumstances. 

3. Filing Fees are to be paid by Cash or Check. Checks shall be made payable to the Maryland Jaycees, Inc. 

District Director Elections 
1. Elections for District Director shall be conducted by a member of the Election Committee at each local District Meeting, at the conclusion of District Business. Or at the Fall Quarterly Board Meeting, following the election of the State President and State Vice Presidents. 

2. The Election Chairman or designee will open nominations. Candidates for District Director shall have their names placed in nomination by a first and a second from district members. Candidates shall have three (3) minutes to address the district. The Election Chairman or designee will determine if questions will be permitted at that time. 

3. In District elections, each Chapter in good standing with the Corporation shall have two (2) votes at each Election Meeting, providing that a Chapter representative is in attendance for each vote cast. 

State Officer Elections 
1. A pre-election meeting will be held between the Election Committee and the Candidates for State President and State Vice-Presidents at the Fall Quarterly Board Meeting. Additionally this meeting may or may not include campaign manager for the Candidates. The Election Chairman in consultation with the Executive Vice President will determine the time for the meeting. 

2. Elections for State President and State Vice Presidents shall be held at the Fall Quarterly Board Meeting at a time to be determined by the Election Chairman in consultation with the Executive Vice President. 

3. Order of elections will be as follows, State President, Community Development Vice President, Individual Development Vice President, Management Development Vice President, Membership Vice President and then any District Directors in sequential order. 

4. Candidates for State President shall have their names placed into nomination by a first nomination and a second nomination. Demonstrations are permitted and encouraged. Candidates for State President shall have no more than fifteen (15) minutes, including nominating speeches and demonstrations, to address attendees. 

5. Candidates for State Vice Presidencies shall have their names placed into nomination by a first nomination and a second nomination. Demonstrations are permitted and encouraged. Candidates will be allotted no more than ten (10) minutes, including nominating speeches and demonstrations, to address attendees. 

6. Chapters with at least 20 members as of the October (Insert Current Year) closeout, and which are in compliance with all obligations under the by-lays, shall be eligible to vote. Eligible chapters shall be entitled to cast two votes plus one (1) additional vote for every additional twenty (20) individual regular members, as reflected in the October (Insert Current Year) closeout. All voting delegates must be physically present during the vote, with the exception of Institutional Chapters, which may vote by properly obtained proxy. Each eligible voter will only be counted once. 

7. Voting delegates shall be current and valid individual regular members of a local chapter. The Election Chairman and the Election Committee may investigate the eligibility of any delegate and may disqualify any delegate determined to be ineligible. Proof of age and identification will be required for all delegates. 

8. The winning candidate must receive a majority of the votes cast. 

9. Campaign paraphernalia must be promptly removed after the completion of the election process and the site restored to the condition in which it was found. 

Campaign Finances 
1. Candidates’ expenditures for state office shall be limited to the following: State President ​$2,500.00; State Vice Presidents -$1,000.00; District Directors -$250.00. 

2. Campaign expenditures shall include both cash and fair market value for all in-kind donations, contribution of goods and services, including but not limited to posters, banners, signs, placards, nametags, travel, demonstrations, buttons, pins, costumes, mailings, postage, rentals, meals, flyers, copying, hospitality rooms, party booths, audiovisual equipment, and the like. Filing fees and damage deposits are NOT included. 

3. Candidates may be required to make a damage deposit during the 2010 Fall Convention to cover any damage sustained during hospitality suites, demonstrations or other campaign events. 

4. Candidates shall prepare a financial statement with full back up documentation detailing all campaign-related expenditures as defined in item 2 above. 

5. Candidates for State President and Vice President shall deliver the original financial statement and five (5) copies to the election Chairman or designee at the Pre-Election Meeting to be held at Fall Board. 

6. Candidates for District Director shall deliver the original financial statement and one (1) copy to the Election Chairman or designee at the start of the District Meeting in which the election is to be held.
